Regular Meeting

November 12, 2012

The Village of Ashton Board of Trustees met at 7:30 P.M. on November 12, 2012 in the Village Hall with President Martinez presiding. Trustees in attendance were David Balch, Tom Balch, Andrew Kida, Dean Meurer and Richard Russell, absent Mike Emmons. Motion was made by Kida, seconded by Russell to approve the October Regular and Special Meeting minutes. Voice votes, 5 ayes- D Balch, T Balch, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Emmons, motion carried. 

Motion was made by Kida, seconded by T. Balch to draw upon the treasury to pay the monthly bills and payroll in the amount of $112,397.56. Voice votes, 5 ayes- D Balch, T Balch, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Emmons, motion carried. 

Billie Heier proposed the board work with the school’s Silver Cord program to offer babysitting service in the gymnasium to promote higher attendance for meetings and suggested that Attorney Tess could draw up a waiver of liability for the parents to sign. Martinez said he would like to give Attorney Tess time to check into it.
Tom Balch about the plumbing bill of $216.09 from Gene Kempson with a signed affidavit from his tenant stating he did not put shop towels in his line and claimed the problem occurred during the jetting process. Following discussion, the board agreed that the village was not responsible for the homeowners lateral. 
Meurer set an Economic Development meeting for Monday, November 19 at 7:00 P.M. at the Village Hall.
Russell announced that the street repairs at Cartwright and South 3rd Drive had been completed.
Tom Balch told the board that John Arn would like to make payments to the village of $75 to $100 per month to pay for the repairs on his water line. Balch said the state will not let a water leak go in the highway so repairs had to be made. Following discussion the board decided the debt needed to be paid by the end of this fiscal year which is April 30, 2012.
Tom Balch reported that Automatic Control had been called because well three would not shut off. Balch requested approval for Automatic Control to replace the old control system for $5,865. Kida made a motion, seconded by Tom Balch to approve Automatic Control Services to replace the well control system at the proposed cost of $5,865 and the funds be taken out of the Water and Sewer Improvement Fund. Roll call votes, 5 ayes- D Balch, T Balch, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Emmons, motion carried. 
Chief Farringer reported that there had been two robberies, one at Ashton Foods and one at Dan’s Auto and Tire and that he had worked with forensic on Friday and asking for information from the community.
Chief Farringer said Crest Foods had financed two flashing yellow caution solar powered lights that will be installed in the school zone. The operation of the lights will be done through the school. 
Van Dam requested passage of the Annual Levy Ordinance. Tom Balch made a motion, seconded by Kida to pass the Annual Levy Ordinance. Roll call votes, 5 ayes- D Balch, T Balch, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Emmons, motion carried. 
Van Dam reported that the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act require employers to report the Value of Healthcare Coverage on each employee’s W-2 form for 2012.
Kida thanked the students for their help in cleaning up the cemetery and that Merendino Cemetery Care had helped straightened monuments.  
Russell reported that the landscaping at the Mills & Petrie by Warner Landscaping was near completion.
Manheim spoke about Tom White wanting an easement down the alley between 803 S 3rd Drive and 805 S 3rd Drive for a water line to his property. Manheim said White would sign a waiver stating he put the property back as found. Tom Balch said White had never asked to waive the fees. Tess said he had no concerns at this time. 
Martinez informed the board he had advertised the Street Superintendents job with a deadline of December 1.
Kida made a motion, seconded by Russell to adjourn. Voice votes, 5 ayes- D Balch, T Balch, Kida, Meurer and Russell, 0 nays, 1 absent - Emmons, motion carried. 8:10 PM
